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What is O-Space? A luminous, sensual
spaceship, a jewel case containing an invisible
light source or a form that can be set in any
furnishing or life style? The value of this
suspension lamp is that it is a universal symbol,
a container that everyone can fill with its own
meaning: like the vowel of a new alphabet.
0O-Space’s graphic sign is actually a flattened
sphere cut on two sides. In this soft yet
geometric form that has a strong impact and
is extremely original, the illumination is both
reflected inside and directed downwards. The
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polyurethane shell, chosen fot its lightness
and solidity, protects from dazzle and hides
the electricity leads, creating a completely free
space inside.

Suspension lamp with diffused and direct
light. Diffuser consisting of two high density
polyurethane foam shells assembled and glued
together. The glossy chromed metal lighting
technology part is placed in the lower shell
where, from a round hole protected by a glass
disc with an acid-etched finish, a beam of light
is cast down. Two stainless steel suspension
cables and transparent electrical cable, ceiling
rose with galvanised metal bracket and glossy
chromed metal cover. Canopy decentralisation
kit available.
